Ceremonial Opening: Smudge, water offering, and tobacco protocol

Teaching Circle: The meaning and spiritual importance of Anishinaabe names

Reflection and Rebuilding: How names place us within our families, communities, and

responsibilities, beginning or continuing language learning, and preparing for the process of

receiving a name

Closing Ceremony: Smudge and closing circle
